»  Entries should be no larger than 11 inches by 14 inches.
» Band and orchestra compositions may be 11 inches by 16 inches.
» Do not mount or bind the scores.

Musical Notation

Whether a student must submit musical notation is determined by his or her grade division:

« Primary and Intermediate: No notation is required. Iconic notation may be submitted. Iconic notation is “made-up” notation.

» Middle/Junior and Senior: Notation, either traditional, tablature, or electronic, is required. The notation should aid the listener
and serve as a guide through the piece.

[] CD packed in a plastic or cardboard container and placed in a manila envelope
[C] CD/DVD identified with the student’s name, grade division, state, and year
[J Container identified with the student's name, grade division, state, and year

[ Student Entry Form in a clear sheet protector secured to the outside of the envelope with masking tape.
Middle/Junior and Senior: [] Pack the CD with the score (if required) in the manila envelope.
[[] Student’s name written on the back of each page of the score in case pages become separated.

[C] Met deadline: Entries delivered and received at the designated place on or before the designated due date.
